Airy, delicate and very zesty fresh with notes of lemon, dried apricot and pink grapefruit.  
This wine is pure indulgence for totally uninhibited drinking.

44	 Fernando de Castilla Classic Pedro Ximénez, Jerez, Andalucía, Spain		  		     £7.30	 
Opaquely dark mahogany colour. The nose seduces with intense dried fruit aromas of raisins,  
prunes and dates, coupled with brown spices of nutmeg and clove, this becomes reminiscent  
of Christmas cake.
