18 Vitis Nostra Primitivo, Puglia, Italy Bottle £35 
Red fruit with delicate hints of ripe cherry. Well balanced  
sweetness and acidity. This wine is characterised by a sweet  
finish.  

19 Milhojas Crianza Rioja, Rioja, Spain Bottle £36 
Made from 75% Tempranillo and 25% Garnacha this is an open  
and friendly Rioja filled with vanilla spice and baked red fruit.  
Full-bodied but smooth enough to drink on its own. 

20 Showdown Cabernet Sauvignon,  Bottle £38 
California, USA  
Ripe blackcurrant and wild berry fruit on the nose is complimented by  
sweet vanilla oak. Rich cassis and black cherry fruit on the palate is  
followed by a soft, juicy, yet long finish, framed by the subtle American oak.

21 Walt Pinot Noir, Pfalz, Germany Bottle £39   
Elegant, light and fruity with ripe red berries and hints of spice.  

22 Estate Collection Cabernet Sauvignon Reserva Viu Manent,  Bottle £42 
Colchagua Valley, Chile  
Fresh red berries and blackcurrants on the nose with subtle notes  
of vanilla. Soft tannins lead to a long finish. 

23 Paxton Pollinator Shiraz, McLaren Vale, Australia Bottle £52 
A vibrant and fresh unoaked lively Shiraz. Plum and red berry fruit  
aromas entice on the nose and the palate delivers a vibrant mouthfeel,  
balanced with integrated tannins on the finish. All natural, biodynamic,  
organic and no added preservatives. 

24 ChÂteau de Barbe Blanche, Bordeaux, France Bottle £63 
Made using fruit from 30-year-old vines atop one of the highest plateaus  
in St Emilion, the Merlot brings red fruit aromas and silkyness whereas  
the Cabernet Franc gives freshness and tannins. Barrel ageing softens  
the wine and its tannins to a velvety touch in the mouth, while bringing  
tantalising hints of oak to an already complex wine.

26 Maison Badet Clément Rosé,  Bottle £33  |  Carafe £23 
Languedoc-Roussillon, South of France  250ml £11.80 
This rosé wine shows a beautiful pale pink colour. Subtle flavours 175ml £8.60  
of ripe fruits and dried flowers. Super fresh with a balanced   
finish.  
 

27 Whispering Angel, Côtes de Provence, South of France Bottle £53  |  Carafe £37 
Pale pink in colour, it has flavours of redcurrant, dried flowers and  250ml £18.60 
spices on the nose, with a subtle herbal quality. Dry, with bitter red  175ml £13.40 
fruit flavours, it has a firm finish with lingering herbal notes.

28 Petit Guiraud, Sauternes, France 50ml £7.70 
Airy, delicate and very zesty fresh with notes of lemon, dried apricot  
and pink grapefruit. This wine is pure indulgence for totally uninhibited  
drinking. 

29 Fernando de Castilla Classic Pedro Ximénez, Jerez, Spain 50ml £7.20 
Opaquely dark mahogany colour. The nose seduces with intense dried 
 fruit aromas of raisins, prunes and dates, coupled with brown spices of  
 nutmeg and clove, this becomes reminiscent of Christmas cake. Unctuous 
 sweetness marries well with the intense and complex flavours  
 freshened by a slice of acidity. 

30 Taylor’s Late Bottled Vintage Port, Douro, Portugal 50ml £6.95 
Pungent aromatic nose with heaps of black woodland fruit, dark cherry  
and plum. Lovely clean, crisp freshness to the bouquet. The palate is rounded,  
smooth and perfectly balanced. Flavours of redcurrant, raspberry and blueberry  
in abundance, with a delicious hint of black liquorice. The finish is wonderfully long.
