Standard rooms and King with sofa bedrooms
All standard rooms and King with sofa bedrooms vary from 19 sqm – 21 sqm 
offer 50 inch HDTV, modern designs, tea / coffee making facilities, hairdryer, 
toiletries consisting of shower gel, body lotion and shampoo, laptop size safe, 
black out blinds and curtains, air cooling system or climate control (you pick 
what’s best), ironing facilities inclusive of ironing board and iron.

Our spacious suites range from 48 sqm include everything that is included 
in the standard and Deluxe rooms whilst also offering an additional lounge 
and dining area (Dining area in Junior Suites Only), allowing the lounge 
areas to convert into sofa beds creating enough space to accommodate 4- 6 
guests. The suites also contain two 50 inch HDTV’s, one in the bedroom 
and one in the lounge area. The bathrooms also have the option of a bath 
and walk in shower.

Accessible Rooms
The accessible rooms provide everything that is offered in a standard room 
with additional wider space between the furniture and low beds with phone 
and switches reachable from the bed. Bathrooms are fitted with a wheel-in 
‘power’ shower and mist-free mirror, support rails, adapted wash basin,
pull cord alarm system and luxurious bathroom amenities.

Directions
Exit M6 at Junction 15 if coming from the South or Junction 16 if coming 
from the North. Follow the signs for the A500 to Stoke-on-Trent, when 
instructed take the exit signposted, A53 towards Leek and Festival Park 
making sure you are in left hand lane and take first left at roundabout into 
Festival Park. The DoubleTree by Hilton Stoke on Trent is straight over the 
mini roundabout, take the 1st exit left off Festival way, follow the signage 
for the car parks & reception. If coming from the North via the M6, either 
follow the directions above or alternatively, use the new Etruria Valley link 
road from the A500, stay in the left hand lane and follow the signs for City 
Centre & Festival Park.
