2020 Crianza Rioja

Vina Salceda, 14.5%

Ruby red colour, with violet hues. Very intense nose. At first,
pleasant notes of vanilla, coming from the aging, sweet. Then
spices: white pepper, bay leaf and nutmeg. Black fruit. Full
mouthfeel, great balance, with particularly good volume and
intensity. Crisp acidity that acts as the backbone of the wine and
provides a final freshness that invites you to drink again.

2022 Briccotondo Barbera Piemonte DOC,
Fontanafredda

Rustic and spicy nose: strawberries and raspberries, but growing
in afarmyard, not a garden, darkening in the mouth into
blackberry and Morelo cherry, plus a lick of liquorice.

2021 Haut-Médoc,

L’Etoile de Villegeorge, 12.5%

Fragrant Bordeaux, packed with strawberries and raspberries, the
nose a bouquet of peonies plus a light dusting of pepper.

2022 Coonawarra Estate Chardonnay,

Wynns, 13%

Elegant pear and nectarine fruit flavours are supported by a creamy
cashew nut texture. Natural cool climate acidity draws out the palate
fora clean and flinty lingering finish with light spice and

preserved lemon.

2023 Chiaroscuro Organic,

Seresin Estate, 13%

Elegant and refined, yet layered and textural, the Chiaroscuro is a
wine of many shades. Bringing together the very best characteristics
from each variety: Pinot Gris, Riesling, Gewirztraminer and Viognier.
The wine exudes a heady perfume of honeysuckle, citrus flower and
fleshy white peaches. The palate shows a beautiful delicacy and
harmony, with all varietals in unity. Finish is lengthy and dry.

2021 Alba Martin, Albarifio,

Spain, 12%

Vivid straw-yellow green colour. Bright and shiny. Intense nose and
elegant aromas with hints of white stone fruits and white flowers. The
proximity to the sea gives the wine its freshness and saltiness, and
the granitic soils enhance its natural minerality.
